“APUSH Summer: Section 1” is the name for the course.  Once inside the course you will see a 

folder entitled “Unit 1: Period 1: 1491-1607.”  Access this folder to find six separate folders.  Each 

folder contains items you must complete. Start with the “Introduction” folder so you understand 

what the expectations are.  The last folder, “Period 1 Review Items” you do not need to worry 

about at this time.  We will use that as a review later on.
